


 ALPHETON PARISH COUNCIL
MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD ON 30 MAY 2024 AT 7PM

Welcome, introduction and Annual Report by the Chairman The Chairman, Cllr Gray welcomed all present to the Annual Parish Meeting and read a report for the year which was noted by the meeting. The report included such items as: Storm Babet and Ciaran causing flooding in Bridge St. properties and thanks for neighbours and friends helping those affected. Also, at Bridge St the Parish Council’s bus shelter had been demolished in an accident. The PC is working with contractors and insurers to clear the site before arranging a replacement. The Parish Council continues to maintain SIDs and the defibrillators at the Village Hall and Tye Green bus shelter. In addition, it has provided financial support for the village newsletter, the Sudbury CAB and towards the memorial plaque at Lavenham Airfield.  Cllr Gray, ended by thanking County Councillor, Richard Kemp, District Councillors Liz Malvisi and John Nunn for their support and commended the outgoing Chair of Alpheton Jubilee Hall, Julie Moss and her committee members for their resolve, hard work and achievements during the last three years to bring the building into the condition it is today.
To receive apologies for absence Apologies were received from Cllr Nunn and Cllr Baker.
To note those present . Cllrs Gray, Jacobs, Kemp, Moore and Tim Rix, District Councillor, Liz Malvisi and two members of the public.
Public Forum A member of the public asked about the telephone box book exchange and how widely used it was. They had noted it seemed a little damp.
To approve the minutes of the 2023 Annual Parish Meeting The minutes were approved subject to the addition of the Chair of the Village Hall Committee as the person who gave that report. Proposed, Cllr Gray, Seconded, Cllr Jacobs. 
To receive District and County Councillor’s annual reports Cllr Kemp gave a brief summary of his annual report which included continuing support for Ukrainian refugees; the growth of solar farm applications; that SCC was bringing the number of grants available to residents’ attention; Cllr Kemp reported that Bridge Street was 18th of the list of flooded areas to be looked at and that it was hard to know how to improve the situation and where the responsibility lay and how to monitor this. Cllr Kemp ended by thanking the Council, the Parish Clerk and the residents for keeping him informed and for their help, especially volunteers for pulling together. District Councillor Malvisi mentioned a possible planning application related to the flooding in Bridge Street.
To receive reports from local organisations: 
i. Cllr  Jacobs read a report submitted by Charlotte Blyth for Alpheton Church PCC. This was noted by the meeting.  
ii. The outgoing Chairman of the Alpheton Jubilee Hall, Julie Moss read her report which was noted by the meeting.
iii. Cllr Gray read the report submitted by Marion Argent, President of the Shimpling and Alpheton WI. The report was noted by the meeting.
